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School Bus Rules

For the safety of all concerned, the bus driver is responsible for making any rules that he/she deems necessary at
any time.

The bus driver is in full charge of the bus and students. Students must obey the driver promptly and willingly.
No eating, no gum, no drinks on the bus.

No radios, instruments, etc. are to be played on the bus.

No roller-blades, skateboards, or large instruments on the bus.

There shall be no screaming or yelling on the bus.

Students shall remain seated and will not change seats without permission from the bus driver.

Students are expected to keep the bus clean.

Students must not open or close any windows without permission from the bus driver.
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Students shall not extend any part of their body out the windows of the bus.
