It is getting cold  
The season is changing fast and your students need to dress accordingly.  Sweaters, jackets, warm socks, 
undershirts, etc. will make their daily activity at the school more comfortable. 
 
In accordance with WAC 388-295-2130-(2), children in our care must be provided with a morning and afternoon 
outdoor recess.  Recess is important to children; it provides a break from regular school routine, a chance to get 
some fresh air, and an opportunity to run off excess energy.  During the winter months, students are expected to 
wear warm clothing to protect them from the cold weather.  St. Patrick School has adopted the following 
temperature guide when determining indoor vs. outdoor recess: 

 
INDOOR:   Temperatures below 25° or Wind Chill below 20°  
  Ice 
  Rain 

 
Please do not send a note requesting that a student stay in at recess unless absolutely necessary.  If a child is well 
enough to come to school, he/she is usually well enough to go outside. Prepare your child for the temperatures 
by dressing him/her properly with a heavy coat, hat, boots and gloves or mittens.
