Accreditation  
As you all know, we are in the process of self-study of our school.  All school faculty and staff have been working since the 
beginning of last school year, to prepare for the accreditation visitation.  Every week in the future will be a little section in 
the newsletter to keep you posted on the development of this process, so you know what is happening and how will you 
be able to help.  Here we go! 

What is accreditation?  ɀ Is a very important cyclical process of self-study of the school in all its aspects that ends with the 
visitation of an accreditation team, for three days, who will verify the study by meeting with faculty and staff, students, par-
ents, School Council, and Pastor; then will recommend the school to be accredited for a number of years. 

Who accredits the school? ɀ The institutions that accredit the school are: the Western Washington Association of Schools, 
Colleges and Universities (WASCU), the National Catholic Educational Association (NCEA) and the Washington Catholic Edu-
cational Association (WCEA). 

When will the next Accreditation Visitation be?  ɀ The pre-visitation will be Wednesday, February 4, 2009. The visitation 
will be Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday March 23rd, 24th and 25th, 2009. 

How would you help? ɀ The first step is by filling out the survey we sent for the second time some weeks ago.  If you 
need a copy of the survey let us know. I will let you know more ways to help in the future. 

Let us live together with faith in our God, who placed all of us here together with the magnificent purpose of doing His 
will.
